COMITÉ INTERFEDERACIONAL


The Shuar and Achuar nations represented by FIPSE, FICSH y FINAE, which compose the Comité Interfederacional (Interfederational Committee), a body that struggles for the defense of our ancestral territories and the autonomous management of renewable natural resources, re-uinted in the city of Puyo on the 15th and 16h of June, 2005, within the context of the exercise of our collective rights recognized in the Political Constitution of the Republic and the International Agreements ratified by the Ecuadorian state.  In several deliberations 

WE RESOLVE:

1. POLITICAL PARTICIPATION
1.1. The agreements in Taisha County have been completed, and we have decided to expand the alternativity mechanism of these agreements, as much in Morona Santiago Province as in Pastaza, to name mayors, prefects, and deputies, promoting ample opportunities to women and youths to engage in the political process.  The Meetings of each Federation will work internally to elect the best representatives.  And the Comité Interfederacional will promote the training of those elected so that they can assume their charge and adequately complete and fulfill their duties without losing their identity, their culture.
1.2. The Committee will conclude and approve a political plan that will direct the elected authorities and the work of the Federations.  
1.3. It is important to regulate our political exercises in order to adequately monitor those who are elected to make sure they follow a good path,  so that they: fulfill the defined approaches and policies; they give a report on their term in power to the Comité Interfederacional and carry out an evaluation of the term as a function that will fulfill the objectives of the Federations; and if necessary apply respective sanctions.  We know that only in unity will three Federations be able to regulate political participation and accounting. 
1.4.  The Committee will look to formulate mechanisms in other agreements with other nations in other provinces and to engage in close coordination with the political requests of the movement Pachakutik. 
2. TERRITORY
2.1. We ratify the unity of the three Federations in order to push forward the strategy of Territorial and Natural Resource Defense of the Shuar and Achuar nations of TRANSKUTUKU, especially concerning the decision of saying NO to petroleum extraction in our territories.  We, the three Organizations that form the Committee (FINAE, FIPSE, FICSH) hold strong a common position of NOT permitting the entrance of petroleum, mining, and logging companies onto our territory.
2.2. The Comité Interfederacional, considering the “Tripartite agreement on Preparation and Diffusion of Information prior to the Initiation of Hidrocarburiferous activities in Block 24,” signed in the city of Quito on April 7, 2005, and attending to the collective rights of the Shuar and Achuar nations, resolves to fail to recognize and annul this agreement, to communicate this decision to the Ministry of Energy and Mines and Burlington Resources Ecuador Ltd., and to make public this resolution.
2.3. The leaders of FIPSE and FICSH will hold internal meetings to account for their actions before the members of their Federations
2.4. From this date on, any relationship with the state will be undertaken with the participation and consensus of the three Federations.
3. CONFENIAE
3.1. The Comité Interfederacional, composed of the three Federations FICSH, FIPSE, FINAE and with the goal of successfully uniting all Nations, ratify the Wampuik resolution that  revokes the recognition of the directive presided over by José Quenamá and the directive presided over by Luis Vargas.
3.2. The presidents of the three Federations will visit all Nations to promote a meeting for presidents of all Nations and Organizations (until June 30) in order to plan for a Congress to elect, through consensus, an Executive board for CONFENIAE and a Parliament that are both legitimate and legally recognized.  
3.3. This resolution will be communicated to the Minister of Social Welfare in Pastaza.
